Recently, we were stunned to learn of a $100,000 bequest from a
Hundred Club supporter. Charles E. “Chuck” Campbell, 73, was a
former state trooper and a member of The Hundred Club since
2000. The well-known Boston consultant passed away
unexpectedly on March 3, 2021.

Like many of our supporters, Mr. Campbell understood first-hand
the dangerous environment within which our police and firefighters
work. He became a state trooper after serving in the Vietham War.
He went on to complete his studies, which included a master’s in
counseling, and entered corporate HR. For the past 28 years, he
owned and acted as principal of Argyle Consultants, an HR
consulting and coaching firm. He is also known for establishing the
Senior Human Resources Network (SHRN).
